Other Incidents

While working illegal camping in the lower portion of the American
River Parkway, Rangers recovered two loaded shotguns from active
camps in a week. Both shotguns were in possession of a felon;
therefore, the suspect was arrested for felon in possession of a
firearm. One of the cases also resulted in the recovery of several
stolen items from reported burglaries along La Rivera. Rangers
worked cooperatively with Sacramento Police burglary detectives.

On two occasions, suspects drove a stolen car into the American
River east of River Bend Park. Rangers recovered the cars witht the
assistance of DART since both vehicles were completely
submerged.

Rangers conducted a death investigation on the American River
Parkway by mile marker 3. At this time, it appears to be a natural
death with no signs of foul play. Rangers investigated another death
investigation along Steelhead Creek. This death was suspicious and
turned over to Sacramento Police Department homicide unit.
Rangers assisted Sacramento Police with a body in the river by
Jibbom street bridge. The body was recovered in the Sacramento
River by the intake plant, and the case was turned over to
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Sacramento Police as the primary agency. Sacramento Police
responded and recovered a body from the confluence of the
Sacramento and American Rivers. Sacramento Police was the
primary agency for this investigation.

= Rangers conducted an illegal camping enforcement along the Dry
Creek Parkway. Working with our maintenance staff and the Sheriff
work crews, approximately 10 tons of waste was removed from the
parkway as well as located several items of property from Cherry
Island Golf Course.

We have changed the format for tracking our illegal camping data. We will now be
tracking the total number of illegal camps cleared, total number of illegal camping
citations, and amount of debris removed from Regional Parks.
