Other Incidents

Rangers responded to four death investigations this month all along the American
River Parkway. Rangers assisted Sacramento Police on a death investigation on
the American River Parkway by Paradise Beach. No obvious signs of trauma or
foul play at this time. Coroner’s office and Sacramento Police are the lead agency
in this case. Rangers assisted Sacramento Police Department in a death
investigation in Discovery Park. A body was pulled from the slough. Sacramento
Police is the lead agency. A fisherman drown in the American River this month
by Sailor Bar. Sacramento Sheriff helicopter found the submerged man and fire
recovered the victim. Fire attempted to resuscitate him but he was pronounced
dead at the hospital. Rangers responded to an unresponsive female in a tent in the
Woodlake area of the American River Parkway. She was pronounced dead at the
scene and the Sacramento Police Department is the lead agency in this death
investigation.

A swimmer became distressed by the Fair Oaks Bridge. The swimmer was saved
by a fisherman who was able to pulled him from the river and prevented the young
man from drowning. The swimmer did not have a life jacket on and was
intoxicated.
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e Rangers assisted Sacramento County Sheriff’s deputies investigating a shooting
close to the Dry Creek Parkway. The shooting occurred close to the Elverta Road
bridge. Sacramento Sheriff is the lead agency in this case. One person was shot
and transported to the hospital and is expected to survive. The suspects have been
identified.

e We had maximum staffing during the Memorial Day weekend. The alcohol ban
was in place. We deployed our patrol boat for the weekend and Rangers assisted
in helping two distressed swimmers by the San Juan Rapids and one family
stranded on an island by William Pond after their raft tipped over.

We have changed the format for tracking our illegal camping data. We will now be
tracking the total number of illegal camps cleared, total number of illegal camping
citations, and amount of debris removed from Regional Parks.
