Camper Requirements: 

 Must be able to enjoy themselves in a 1:6 staff-
to-participant ratio.  

 Able to maintain a relatively high energy  
level for the duration of camp.  

 All participants must have a current  
Enrollment Form, Liability Waiver and Code of  
Conduct on file. 

 Appropriate & respectful behavior at all times. 
 
Priority will be given to those who have stayed 
overnight successfully with TRS in the past. Any 
new campers will be required to come in for an 
interview and attend TRS programs before  
acceptance will be considered.

1. We are in contact with Alta Regional Center to 
explore funding for this year’s camps. If you are 
an Alta Regional Center client, please talk to 
your service coordinator to see if you qualify for 
this opportunity.
